�   The approved activity must be completed within six months.


�  	All expenditure items must be incurred between the commencement and completion dates of the activity, which must not last more than six months.


� 	The money value of non-cash sponsorships must be provided.


�   	“Approved cost” refers to the net expenditure as approved by the Vetting Committee after the sponsorships from other sources (in cash, in kind or otherwise) and the fees to be collected from participating travel agents are deducted from the total expenditure.


� 	Each activity will be subsidised with a maximum of 50% of its total approved cost or HK$150,000 (whichever is lower). The applicant organisation must contribute not less than 50% of the approved cost of an activity in cash (out-of-pocket expenses). 


� 	Each eligible organisation is subject to a subsidy ceiling of HK$300,000 per year based on the actual completion date of the approved promotional activity. 
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
